Play Response Paper:

Everyone is required to attend Middletown, which is the play this fall. This will be the basis for your response paper. The paper will be 2 - 4 pages in length.  The Play Response Paper is due Friday, October 31.  Any paper turned in after October 31 will only be able to earn a B as its highest grade.

Directions:

You need to include the following topics in your paper:

1. Give a brief synopsis of the play.

2. What do you think the director’s overall vision for the show was?

3. What moments or performances stood out to you?

4. How did the design (set, costumes, lighting) help support the story/performances?

5. What did you come away from the play talking or thinking about?

Be specific.  Use specific examples from the play to help support what you say.  

Theater Tech Extra Credit:

Everyone has the opportunity to earn extra credit by helping at least three hours with theater tech on the Fall Play, The Frosh/Soph Play, or The Musical.  This may include set construction, painting, lighting, costuming, makeup, stage management.
